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Legislation Passed by Parliament: 
 
Bill C-2: the Tackling Violent Crime Act 

• increases the age of consent for sexual activity from 14 to 16 years; 
• provides for escalating mandatory jail time for serious gun crimes; 
• new bail provisions which require those accused of serious gun crimes          

to show why they shouldn’t be kept in jail while awaiting trial; 
• makes it easier to have someone declared a dangerous offender; 
• introduces new ways to detect and investigate drug-impaired driving; and 
• increases the penalties for impaired driving. 

 
Bill C-9: Conditional Sentences 

• eliminates the availability of conditional sentences for indictable offences 
punishable by 10-years or more that qualify as either serious personal injury 
offences (including sexual assault, aggravated sexual assault or sexual assault 
with a weapon), terrorism offences or criminal organization offences. 

 
Bill C-13: Amendments to the Criminal Code  
                 (Criminal Procedure, Sentencing, etc.)  

• clarifies penalties for impaired driving offences; 
• increases the maximum fine for a summary conviction from $2,000 to $5,000; 
• an offence is created in respect of failure to comply with a non-

communication order where the offender is in custody. 
 
Bill C-19: Street Racing 

• provides enhanced maximum penalties of incarceration for the most serious 
street racing offences; 

• creates mandatory periods of driving prohibition for those convicted of street 
racing; and 

• increases the length of the driving prohibitions for repeat offenders. 
 
C-26: Criminal Interest Rate 

• exempts agreements for “Pay Day Loans” from the application of section 347 
of the Criminal Code 

 

 

Legislation Still Before Parliament: 
 
Bill C-25: Amendments to the Youth Criminal Justice Act 

• broadens the possibility of pre-trial detention for a young person 
who represents a danger to the public or has previously failed     
to comply with conditions of release; adds denunciation and 
deterrence of unlawful conduct as principles of sentencing  

 
Bill C-26: Amendment to the Controlled Drugs and  
                  Substances Act  

• provides for minimum penalties for serious drug offences, such 
as dealing drugs for organized crime purposes or when a weapon 
or violence is involved; and 

• increases the maximum penalty for cannabis production from      
7 to 14 years 

 
Bill C-27: Identity Theft 

• makes it an offence to obtain or possess identity information  
with intent to use it to commit certain crimes; 

• Cracks down on trafficking in identity information and 
unlawfully possessing and trafficking in government-issued 
identity documents. 

 
Bill C-53: Auto Theft and Trafficking in Property       
                 Obtained by Crime 

• creates the offence of trafficking in property obtained by crime, 
which is punishable by imprisonment for a maximum of 14 years; 

• allows the Canada Border Services Agency to prevent the cross 
border movement of property obtained by crime, including  
stolen vehicles; and 

• creates the offence of tampering with a vehicle identification
