As I prepare this regular newsletter it appears that another federal election is 
imminent. The NDP and Bloc have already aligned against our government’s 
legislative agenda. Now the Liberals also appear anxious to pull the plug on this 
Parliament and force Canadians into an early election.  
 

Two years ago Canadians elected Prime Minister Stephen Harper and the 
Conservative government because they wanted change. They wanted real 
leadership.

• And we made it a priority to improve infrastructure here in the lower mainland – 
that’s why we increased funding for the Asia Pacific Gateway initiative and gave the 
province and municipalities more money for public transit.   

Despite the progress we have made in the last two years, we cannot take progress 
for granted. In a time of growing economic uncertainly it is important that the federal 
government act prudently, to assist those in need of help and to improve trade while 
not taking our country back into deficit. The last thing we need to do is go back to 
the old days of corporate welfare. That has been tried and failed miserably. What 
we need now is a steady hand that will not give in to drastic “solutions.”   
 

We are going to stick to our priorities; we are going to continue to deliver real results 
for Canadians. And I know that with the right priorities, our country will achieve great 
things. Our government can continue to meet the priorities of everyday, hardworking 
Canadians.  
 

I don’t put much energy into predicting when the next election will come. That is 
because I have a job to do along with my colleagues in the Harper Government.  
We all have a job to do. Because whether or not you work in politics, we all have a 
stake in the future of our community.
